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Translator's notes

Hello, everypony! (rabu€x here, the franslator for this My Little Pony manga. | hope everyone enjoys if!
It's a real privilege fo be able to bring it to. an English audience, because it's a wondecrful entry in the world
of pony content.

| wanted to say a couple things just to set the stage, before we qget started. " First, as'a disclaimer, | am not
fluent.in Japanese (yet), nor am | a professional translator. However, I've taken two years of Japanese to
date, and undertook this project because | finally felt that | was ready to do it justice. So, | hope |'ve done
an, okKay job.

Japanese and English are VERY different lanquages, and a direct word-for-word translation would
necessarily result in extremely stilted dialog - so any translator needs to decide what aspect of the source
material they want to Keep intact. There's no one right answer, but between word choice; semantic. meaning,
and emofional impact, you generally can never choose “all of the above”. For the purpose of this translation,
since My Little Pony is a very emotionally charged show with strong, well-developed characters, I've placed
an emphasis on translating the emotional impact on readers first and foremost, the semantic content next,
and the exact word choices third.

That doesn’t mean that I've abandoned the original word choice wholesale - I've Kept the original wording
intact wherever | felt it did not detract from the other goals - but fundamentally | wanted to translate the
FEELING of reading the adventures our pony friends have. | wanted to let you, the reader, feel their joy,
sadness, fear, anger, and everything in between.

I've done my best, wherever | can, to edit the pages to seamlessly remove the Japanese text and replace it
with equivalent English text in'a way that looks natural. However, there are a few cases where l've left in the
Japanese text. These include sound effects, especially when there is no equivalent established English sound
effect; very large Japanese text, such that it would be prohibitively difficult to recreate the background that
would have been present behind it; and cases where the Japanese text is artistically integral to the panel,
such that it would detract from the visual experience to remove it. (Often, all three are the case.) In cases
where | did not remove the Japanese text, I've provided a translation nearby so you can understand it.

| haven't translated the advertising pages (which also include the quiz pages) because | figured that most are
probably here primarily for the pony comics., and might quite reasonably not care about the ads. [f'there’s
enough demand for it from enough people, I'll consider also translating the ads.

That about covers everything! | hope you enjoy the translation as much as | enjoyed making it. 1'd like to
thank Tokamak for scanning the pages and for his assistance and input during the translation process, Akira
Himekawa for creating such a lovely manga, and Hasbro for making it all possible.
